Trails:  Though partnerships with the US Forest Service, Bureau of Land Management, US Fish and Wildlife Service, Oregon State Parks, Oregon Department of Forestry and many private 
landowners we have many hiking trails available for exploring and education experiences. 
  
Teacher/educator Workshops:  KOSS is always available for education workshops. This area will see a large increase over the coming years. We look forward to input towards meeting the 
needs of our education partners.  
 
Community Events:  We have displays and activities available for community events. KOSS is presently an active supporter of Winter Wings, International Migratory Bird Day and Wiard 
Park Festival.

We provide teacher and community workshops, in-the-
classroom programs and field trips.   Programs can be adapted to specific needs/desires of a class or group. 
 
Field Trip Opportunities:  7th Grade Fish Ecology Field Day in September and a 7th Grade Angling Clinic in May; 6th Grade Forestry Tour—3rd or 4th week in September each year.

Natural Resources:  Kits can be checked out for two weeks at no charge:  Beginning Birds (K-3), Dissection Kit, Entomology, Enviroscape, Fish Ecology, Forest Ecology, Forest Monitoring, 
Forest Products, Klamath Basin Birding Kits (4), Macro invertebrates—aquatic, Orienteering Kit, Owl Pellet Dissection, Soil Testing Kit, Tree Cookies, Water Quality Kit, Weather, and 
Wildlife. Other equipment for loan: Class set of binoculars for field work, rubber boots for wetland and stream work (sizes 3-12), seining net, secchi disc, ‘D’ nets,  spincast fishing poles with 
plastic fish for BASS CAST game, coolers and aquariums for rearing ‘Fish Eggs to Fry’ in the classroom, butterfly nets, work gloves (various sizes), gardening tools, microscopes, 
papermaking supplies, field guide books, natural resource videos.

Programs:  Sycan Marsh Preserve and Williamson River Delta Preserve both lie within Klamath County and the Klamath River Watershed.  Restoration and conservation projects currently 
underway at both preserves. 
  
Field Trip Opportunities:  Sycan Marsh field trip with Audubon Society, forest management field trip in 2010 in conjunction with the Klamath Lake Forest Health Partnership.  Tours of the 
Williamson River Delta available by request, through Audubon Society, or through The Nature Conservancy.

Fun fact:  One of the most challenging and pioneering wetland restoration projects in the West is underway at the mouth of the Williamson River on Upper Klamath Lake in southern Oregon. 
Hosting a multitude of migrating birds, the lake is also one of America's largest freshwater bodies.  The Williamson River used to meander across a 12-square-mile delta at the north end of the 
lake, nourishing vast marshlands, until it was diked and drained for agriculture. While farming still remains, much of the original plant and wildlife habitat is being restored. With partners that 
include the Upper Klamath Basin Working Group, local industries, the Klamath Tribes, and the Bureau of Reclamation and Natural Resource Conservation Service (among others), the 
Conservancy is restoring wetlands to approximately 7,000 acres and reconnecting the lower six miles of river to its former delta. An additional 750 acres remain in organic alfalfa farming. 
Levee breaching to restore wetlands for endangered fish and other wildlife and to improve the lake's water quality began in 2003. 
 
Sycan Marsh 
This vast, verdant wetland in the upper reaches of the Klamath Basin is a remote, mile-high meadow that is home to thousands of nesting and migrating birds, threatened fish and newly 
discovered aquatic creatures. It is also a key site for wetland research and restoration. The name "Sycan" is derived from the Klamath Indian term "saiga keni," which means "level, grassy 
place."  Sycan Marsh is a vital nesting spot and migratory pathway for thousands of waterfowl and other bird species. Historically, Sycan Marsh functioned as a giant sponge, soaking up the 
spring runoff and slowly releasing it into the Sycan River into the fall, but early 20th Century dikes and drains were drying it out. With agency and watershed partners, the Conservancy is 
restoring natural water flows to the system, revitalizing over 20,000 acres of wetlands.
